As you may already know the we conducted a joint test through SACP to test the
validity of the WESTERN CULLEN HAYES, Model TS, Portable Derail. IT has been
an issue on the SACP books for quite some time. The tests were performed at
Topeka and the derails failed miserably. The six-axle Locomotives hit the derails
with the pilot or snow plow and shove the derail until it comes apart in multiple
pieces. The Carrier has taken the correct action at our request. They have issued a
safety alert to remove them all from service until an alternative can be found.

Please contact the Representatives on the other Railroads and shops and advise
them of the shortcomings of this derail. The FRA should be notified as well - due to
the fact the derails do not provide the protection required by law. Thanks for your
assistance and please advise if you have any questions. Will keep you appraised of
any future developments.
